As we engage in developing Primary Care services to meet the ever-increasing demands you may (if you
have not already) experience your clinical enquiries being directed towards other suitably qualified health
care practitioners. Within our locality for example we are tremendously fortunate to be working with fantastic
Allied Health Professionals such as expert old age mental health nurse practitioners.

Whilst some of you may have had your clinical enquiries diverted by our qualified receptionists to local
pharmacists too. Under the [Choose Pharmacylischeme your pharmacist can provide free confidential NHS
advice and treatment without you having to make an appointment to see your GP. Many common ailments
are covered by this scheme and include indigestion, constipation, diarrhoea, hay fever, head lice, teething,
nappy rash, colic, chicken pox, threadworms, sore throat, athlete[s foot, conjunctivitis, mouth ulcers, cold
sores, acne, dermatitis, verruca, back pain, in growing toenails, vaginal thrush and scabies.
